ACT Information: 

All CICS Juniors take the ACT at school in April as part of the Prairie State Achievement Exam. It 

is recommended that students take the test two times to ensure the highest score possible.  The 

test offered at school is free of charge.  Additional ACT tests cost $30.00 for the general test and 

$44.50 for the general test with the writing portion.  Register for the test at www.actstudent.org.

The SAT costs $45.00 and 1 subject test costs $20 plus $9.00 for each additional subject test.

August - September 

 Review final list of colleges; add or subtract new schools. 
 Visit campus of each college/university; meet admission officers.  
 Request application from each college; make note of deadlines.

 Write recommendation request for each teacher. 
 Write first draft of personal essay. 

 

October 

 Write second draft of personal essay.

 Check on letters of recommendation. (Teachers needs minimum of 3 weeks.)

September  

 Register for the October PSAT. Meet with your guidance counselor to review your courses for this year and plan 
your schedule for senior year.  

 Save samples of your best work for your academic portfolio (all year).  
 Maintain your co-curricular record (all year). 

October  

 Junior year PSAT scores may qualify a student for the National Merit Scholarship Competition and the National 
Achievement and the National Hispanic Scholars Programs. So, even though these scores will not be used for 
college admission, it is still a good idea to take the PSAT. The more times you take standardized tests, the more 
familiar you will become with the format and the types of questions asked. If you wish to receive free information 
from colleges, indicate on the PSAT test answer form that you want to participate in the Student Search. 

November  

 Junior year grades are extremely important in the college admission process, because they are a measure of how 
well you do in advanced, upper-level courses. Grades also are used to determine scholarships and grants for which 
you may be eligible. So put in the extra effort and keep those grades up!  

 If you will require financial aid, start researching your options for grants, scholarships and work-study programs.  

December  

 During December you should receive the results of your PSAT. Read your score report and consult your school 
counselor to determine how you might improve on future standardized tests. The PSAT is excellent preparation 
for the SAT Reasoning Test, which you will take in the spring.  

 If you plan to take the ACT, register now for the February ACT. Many colleges accept the ACT (American College 
Test) or the SAT Reasoning Test. Some colleges require the ACT or both SAT Reasoning Test and the SAT Subject 
Tests. When you begin to explore different colleges and universities, double-check to see if they prefer or require 
the ACT, the SAT Reasoning Test and/or the SAT Subject Tests.  

January  

 Begin to make a preliminary list of colleges you would like to investigate further. Surf the Internet and use the 
college resources in the guidance office or library.  

 Ask your parents for your Social Security number (required on many college applications). If you were never 
issued a Social Security number, contact the closest Social Security office as soon as possible to obtain a number. 

February  

 Meet with your guidance counselor to discuss your preliminary list of colleges. Discuss whether your initial list of 
colleges meets your needs and interests (academic program, size, location, cost, etc.) and whether you are 
considering colleges where you are likely to be admitted. You should be optimistic and realistic when applying to 
colleges.  

 Register for the March SAT Reasoning Test if you have completed the math courses covered on the SAT Reasoning 
Test. If not, plan to take the SAT Reasoning Test in May or June. Prepare for the SAT Reasoning Test or ACT by 
signing up for a prep course, using computer software, or doing the SAT/ACT practice tests available in the 
counseling office or at bookstores. But don't spend so much time trying to improve standardized test scores that 
grades and co-curricular involvement suffer. 
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March  

 Write, telephone, or use the Internet to request admission literature and financial aid information from the 
colleges on your list. There is no charge and no obligation to obtain general information about admission and 
financial aid. 

April  

 When selecting your senior courses, be sure to continue to challenge yourself academically.  
 Register for the May/June SAT Reasoning Test and/or the May/June SAT Subject Tests. Not all SAT Subject Tests 

are given on every test date. Check the calendar carefully to determine when the Subject Tests you want are 
offered. Register for the June ACT if you want to take that test.  

 Continue to evaluate your list of colleges and universities. Eliminate colleges from the original list that no longer 
interest you and add others as appropriate.  

 Look into summer jobs or apply for special summer academic or enrichment programs. Colleges love to see 
students using their knowledge and developing their skills and interests. 

May  

 Get a jump start on summer activities-consider enrolling in an academic course at a local college, pursuing a 
summer school program, applying for an internship, working, or volunteering. If you work, save part of your 
earnings for college.  

 Begin visiting colleges. Phone to set up appointments. Interviews are always a good idea. Many colleges will tell 
you they are optional, but an interview will show interest, enthusiasm and initiative on your part and provide an 
excellent opportunity to have your questions answered. Do a practice interview with your counselor, teacher, 
employer, or a senior who has had college interviews. Set up interviews as early as possible-interview times 
become booked quickly!  

 Take the SAT Reasoning Test or the SAT Subject Tests. 

June  

 After school ends, get on the road to visit colleges. Seeing the college firsthand, taking a tour and talking to 
students can be the greatest help in deciding whether or not a school is right for you. Although it is ideal to visit 
colleges during the academic year, going in the summer will be valuable. Admission offices employ their students 
to give tours and answer questions from prospective students and their parents.  

 Take the SAT Reasoning Test, the SAT Subject Tests and/or the ACT. 

July  

 Visit colleges, take tours, have interviews and ask questions. Make college visiting a family event. Involve your 
parents and siblings in every step of your application process. Choosing the right college is a tough decision; the 
opinions of those who know you best can provide helpful insight into which college is best for you. 

August  

 Continue to refine your list of potential colleges and universities.  
 Begin preparing for the actual application process: draft application essays; collect writing samples; and assemble 

portfolios or audition tapes. If you are an athlete and plan on playing in college, contact the coaches at the schools 
to which you are applying and ask about intercollegiate and intramural sports programs and athletic scholarships.

A guide to what colleges want you to know about you 

 

 

The setup 

Because competition for students is so high, 

colleges and universities send 

representatives to dozens of high schools 

every year to meet prospective students and 

describe their college programs.  

During these visits, students have a golden 

opportunity to have their questions about 

college and various programs answered, 

find out how to schedule a college visit and 

start a relationship with an admission 

counselor. 

 

About the reps 

Very often, the person sent to visit the high 

school is the admission counselor who will 

handle the applications from your school. 

That means that it is likely that the 

representative will be the FIRST person to 

read your application.  So... FIRST 

IMPRESSIONS ARE CRUCIAL!  

 

The representative/admission counselor 

will try to gauge your interest, aptitude and 

motivation to attend college and, more 

specifically, their university.  

Representatives will meet with your school 

college counselor, principal or other 

teachers to discuss various issues, such as 

the progress of the senior class, how many 

students are college-bound and the names 

of students who have shown interest in 

their college. The representative will take 

notes on how the visit went and whether it 

is worth their while to return later in the 

year or even the following year. 

 

 

 

 

What the rep will say 

College representatives typically have between 

20 minutes' and 45 minutes' worth of 

information to cover about their colleges.  

Remember: In this mode, the representative is 

SELLING their institution or product. You are 

the consumer -- and you must be a smart 

shopper. 

 

An outline of a basic presentation: 

 

History: When the school was founded and by 

whom. The school mission (ie. To build bright 

leaders for tomorrow) and how the college 

delivers on that mission. Other facts about the 

age, prestige and legacy of their college. 

 

Campus: A description of the facilities, 

including academic halls, labs, sports stadiums 

and gyms, dormitories, libraries and the 

student center.  

 

Top academic programs: What the college 

is known for; most popular majors. They may 

provide statistics about how graduates in 

specific programs do upon graduation. 

 

Student life: Number and variety of student 

organizations. Activities for students to do on 

or off campus. Greek life (fraternities or 

sororities), intramural sports, music, drama, 

extracurricular activities and community 

service opportunities. The representative 

should     (con't)

provide an idea of what it is like to be a 

student at their college. 

 

Admissions: A key part of the 

presentation, the representative will explain  

any changes in their college's admission 

criteria and list the college's expectations 

for: GPA, ACT or SAT score; class rank and 

extracurricular activities. The application 

requirements will also be described, such as 

essay questions, number of recommenda- 

tion letters and other parts of their college 

application. 

Other facts in this section: Deadlines. Fees. 

Deferrals. Early admission. 

 

Money: This section covers everything that 

involves money -- tuition and estimated 

costs for books and materials; class fees; 

room and board; travel. 

Tuition costs increase between 4% and 6% 

annually at public colleges and up to 15% at 

some private universities.  

 

Scholarships: Many colleges offer 

scholarships in various amounts. These 

sums are usually subtracted from your 

tuition bill immediately.  

A few types of scholarships: 

 

 Merit-based: Awarded to students for 

high academic achievement. Some are 

scaled and award money to students 

starting with B+ averages and higher. 

 

 Need-based: Awarded to good academic 

students who show financial need. 

 

 Subject-based: Awarded to students 

pursuing a particular career or major (ie. 

accounting, engineering) or to high 

school students who demonstrated a 

talent or accomplishment while in 

school (ie. leadership, community 

service.) 
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25 GREAT QUESTIONS TO ASK COLLEGES 

How many students attend? 

Does the college have a commitment to diversity? 

Do professors teach undergraduate courses, or do you use teaching assistants? 

What is the average class size and faculty-student ratio? 

Will I graduate in four years? 

Who will be my academic advisor? 

Are faculty members easy to reach outside of class? 

Do you have the academic majors or programs that interest me? 

What international programs are available? 

What percentage of students participate in international study? 

What percentage of students do an internship? 

What computer and educational technology is available for my use? 

What percentage of students do research with faculty? 

What athletic programs are available? 

What kinds of programs do you offer in the fine arts? 

What do students do for fun? 

Do you have extracurricular activities that I'm interested in? 

What are your admission requirements and important deadlines? 

Are there organized service opportunities?

What is the cost of tuition?

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A FEW QUESTIONS ABOUT COLLEGE ADMISSIONS 
 

 

How often should I contact the admissions counselors at the schools I am 

interested in? 

 

Stay in contact with your admissions counselor, but don’t over-do it. Make sure all your 

contacts are meaningful contacts and not just wasting the counselors’ time. You want them to 

see your interest and dedication, but the last thing you want is for them to become annoyed 

with you. 

 

If I got in trouble during high school (expelled, suspended, arrested) should I tell 

my admissions counselor? 

 

The short answer is “Yes.” You want to be honest about anything that might show up on your 

records. However, be sure to talk about these instances in ways that demonstrate you have 

learned from your mistakes and are making positive steps forward. The bottom line is: You do 

not want to lie about anything on your applications or in your interviews! 

 

Who should I ask for a letter of recommendation? 

 

Someone who actually knows you and speak intelligently about you. Even if your mother or 

father knows some important person (a senator, CEO of a large company, etc.), a 

recommendation from that person will not be successful if he/she knows nothing about you as 

a student or a leader. Ask for letters from people who have worked closely with you and know 

the quality of your work. You can also consider having letters from people who know you in 

different capacities. For example, including letters from teachers, bosses, and mentors can 

show schools how you work in various settings.  However, do not confuse quantity with quality.

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COLLEGE APPLICATION ESSAYS: TIPS FOR SUCCESS 
 

The essay is one of the most important aspects of your college application. This section is your 

chance to personalize your application and let the colleges know who you are. Although writing 

the essay may seem scary, here are some quick tips to get you started. 

Follow the Directions 

You will soon be graduating from high school. Admissions counselors will assume you can 

follow basic directions given in the application. Disregard for simple directions such as a 

100-word or 1-page maximum may make a poor impression on the person reviewing your 

essay. 
 

Be Personal and Specific 

Avoid using clichés and generic writing by providing personal, specific examples. You want 

your voice to come across in this essay, and you want your essay to stand out from the 

thousands of other essays the college receives. Write about personal, small 

ideas/experiences rather than large-scale issues. If an essay prompt asks you to write about 

a major social/political issue, be sure to write about it in terms of your own personal 

experiences. If you write about a challenging situation in your life, be sure to focus on the 

steps you took to overcome that challenge. 
 

 Narrow your Focus and Donôt Write a Résumé 
Some college applications require a résumé in addition to the essay, so your essay should do 

more than simply list all organizations you’ve ever been in and all the great things you’ve 

done. Pick 1-2 topics to discuss in detail in your essay. It’s better to go for quality, in-depth 

specific details about 1-2 topics rather than simply skimming the surface on 5-6 different 

topics. 

Focus on the How and Why Rather than the What 

If the essay topic asks you to write about specific experiences or people who have influenced 

your life, be sure to address the how and why behind those experiences. Simply describing 

the event will not tell colleges much about you. They want to know how these experiences 

affected you, what you learned, and why these experiences were influential in your life. 
 

PROOFREAD!!! 

Prove to the admissions counselors that you have solid writing skills. Read and re-read your 

essay to find spelling and grammatical errors. Be sure the essay flows and is 

understandable. Have someone else read your essay to be sure your points are clearly 

coming across.

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TIPS ON REQUESTING LETTERS OF 

RECOMMENDATION 
 

A critical part of the application is your letter (or letters) of recommendation. You need to 

plan ahead to ensure that each letter is as good as possible: 

 You give your recommenders enough time to write a good letter for you. 

Remember: Teachers have many letters to write. You need to give them enough 

time. 

 

 Elements of your request 

In your written note to a teacher for a letter of recommendation, be sure to include: 

 A description of the relationship you have or had with the teacher. Review your 

grades, accomplishments, etc. in the teacher's  class. 

 A summary of your interests, goals or plans for your college career. Mention your 

intended major if you have one.  If undecided, mention that. 

 Describe what parts of your high school career -- academics, sports, community 

service -- you want the writer to write about you. You have a say in what is 

written about you, but your recommender has the last word. Do not ask him/her 

to lie for you. Provide the colleges to which you are applying and a brief 

description of each (i.e. UCLA-urban, diverse state school known for sciences and 

writing programs). 

 

Deadlines

complete the application.  When the application is due to the college. 

If you want your recommender to send the letter directly to your college, you MUST provide 

him or her with the proper address (usually the admissions office). If not, you should collect 

the letter in a sealed and signed envelope from your writer.

And finally, don't forget to thank your recommender for giving you a BIG help in being 

admitted to the right college for you. 
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Transcripts 
 

To complete the college application process, seniors need to include a transcript. Transcripts requested in 

the fall of senior year will only include grades through 11th grade. Only transcripts stamped and signed are 

considered "official." Colleges usually require official transcripts. Each senior receives one free official 

transcript. There is a fee for each additional transcript. 

Final transcripts 

Final transcripts are only released upon graduation. Students can request to have one final transcript sent 

to the university/program which they will attend.

The student must have attended high school in Illinois for at least three years. 

If the student is not a citizen or permanent resident, they must provide the college with an affidavit stating that they
